MOUNTING THE POWER CONTROL BOX

Mount the power control box just inside the trap house on the right wall near the ceiling of the
trap house. This should be the side of the trap where personnel enter/exit the trap house. The
power control box should be easily accessible so that it can be operated by placing your hand
around the corner of the wall and not exposing your body to the front of the trap machine. The
power control box will also be accessible to trap personnel when setting the machine for

Doubles. Proper location of the control box is important to insure safety. Never stand in front of
a trap machine without having first released the targer. See Diagram 2.

CONNECTING THE TRAP

15 Check the power control box to confirm that the Motor and the On/Off/Release switches
are in the off position. When both toggle switches are snapped downward they are in the
off position. See Diagram 3.

2; Connect the pump to the power control box by plugging the pump motor into the outlet
coming from the power control box. See Diagram 4.

3 The trap machine uses 110 volt AC power. Connect the trap machine to the power source
using the plug from the power control box.

4. Connect the pullcord to the machine. The pullcord must have a male Bryant adapter
(Winchester type pullcord). See Diagram 3.
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
